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	Medication Administration


Definition/Purpose: All medications will be administered in accordance with physician orders and established guidelines for patient care. All staff administering medication(s) will have appropriate training in the specific route of administration and be familiar with the medication to be administered, its uses and possible side effects.  
Personnel Responsible: Nurses and Medical Assistants (MAs)*
*Refer to practice-specific job description for MAs.

Policy:

1. All medications will be administered according to physician’s orders. Each medication order should contain the following:

a) Name of patient

b) Name of medication

c) Dose to be administered

d) Route of administration or directions for administration

e) Frequency or schedule of administration

f) Rate of infusion (if applicable)

2. Before administering any medication, patient allergy information should be reviewed and updated (review povidone-iodine allergies).

3. Medications can be administered in the office setting by the following methods:

a) Intravenous (IV)

b) Intramuscular (IM)

c) Subcutaneous (SQ)

d) Oral (PO)

e) Topical 

f) Intradermal

g) Intrathecal (IT) by M.D. only

Procedural Steps: Refer to individual Policies/Procedures regarding medication administration via specific routes.
